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Nadine Pébère is Full Senior Researcher (Directeur de Recherche Première Classe, DR1) of the French National Scientific Research (CNRS) at the University of Toulouse, France. She works in the area of corrosion and corrosion protection by inhibitors and coatings, especially of light alloys, such as Mg and Al alloys. Nadine Pébère is mainly recognized for her pioneering work on the characterization of corrosion inhibition mechanisms at a local scale by developing the local electrochemical impedance spectroscopy technique. 
She has supervised more than 35 PhD students and 10 post-docs. She has several long-term collaborations with industrial partners, particularly from the aeronautic industry. She has co-authored more than 145 peer‐reviewed papers, some of them resulting from international collaborations (Brazil, United States, Italy, Vietnam and Venezuela). 
She organized the 7th International Symposium on Electrochemical Impedance Spectroscopy (2007) in Argelès-sur-Mer (France) and co-organized the 11th International Symposium on Electrochemical Impedance Spectroscopy in Lège-cap-Ferret (2019). She was Guest Editor of the two corresponding special issues of Electrochimica Acta in 2008 and 2020. 
She has been the Regional Representative (France) of the International Society of Electrochemistry (ISE) (2011-2016). During this period, she organized the 17th Topical Meeting in Saint-Malo in June 2015. Further, she will co-chair the ISE Annual Meeting in Lyon in 2023.
She is Editor of the journal Progress in Organic Coatings, since September 2019.
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
